We have a host of dynamic, inspiring teachers who can adapt to your child’s learning to enable 
them to join our extensive range of ensembles and clubs from Rock bands to Orchestra’s, Choirs and Big 
Bands each week as they progress through their musical Journey.  
 
Please see below the current instrumental music tuition costs. As we are a non-profitable Academy Trust, 
lesson prices are always highly competitive and the best around the County.  Fees are due at the beginning 
of each term for the term ahead.  Fees are to be paid via the school’s cashless sQuid payment system.  Paying 
in instalments is available.  Fees must be paid in full by the end of the half term.  A term’s notice is required 
(in writing by emailing the contact below) if your child wishes to stop lessons.  Hire of instruments is available 
for a small fee.
